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ENVIRONMENTAL FOUNDATION OF JAMAICA

Discretionary Grants Programme

This programme will facilitate small grants being made available by the Environmental Foundation of Jamaica when necessary.  

Grants of up to $200,000.00 may be given to each grantee in a one-year period.  Each recipient/grantee may access the facility no more than once per year.  Favourable consideration will be given to those organisations that have not accessed the facility in the past two years.

Requests will be considered on their merit and must address the work of the applicant organisation and the areas of focus of the Environmental Foundation of Jamaica.  Requests for grants that will: 

· prevent severe, newly emergent stresses on the environment or to children

· resolve contingent issues in previously funded projects (whether funding is complete or grant is still active)

· remediate an emergency and critical situation (dealing with the environment or children)

will also be considered.

Guidelines:

· Requests may be made outside of the standard Call System 

· Requests will be accepted in letter format but must include:

· Area(s) of need

· Amount being requested

· How the grant will help the applicant organisation

· Requests on the standard GA1 or GA2 forms will also be accepted where appropriate

· Requests should be signed by the Executive Director or Board Chair of the applicant organization

· Requests will be reviewed monthly.  Should the application be denied, applicants will be required to re-apply if they wish their submission to be considered in a subsequent month.  

· Decisions made by the EFJ with respect to these grants will not be subject to appeal.
· Requests should be accompanied by justifying documentation 

· Coordinators will call and visit where appropriate to ascertain and verify relevant information

· Grant periods should be less than three months.

· Reporting on the grant will be two-fold:

· Financial Report

· Narrative on outcomes from the grant.

Letters should be guided by the following:

1. A brief background on the organisation, including an abbreviated mission statement, a history of its existence, the size of staff and board, the constituency and geographic region served, and the type of service provided. 
2. A description of the project for which support is being requested, including a discussion of how the decision was reached to mount this project, the factors that contribute to the need or opportunity for this project, the importance of this project to the organisation and constituency, and the level and nature of commitment of staff and board to this project. Also indicate previous funding sources if this is a project currently being implemented.

3. A proposed budget for the total cost of this project and for the amount requested from EFJ. Potential or real sources of support for this project in addition to the EFJ should be indicated. 

4. Indicate any past history with the EFJ or any contacts made with EFJ staff or others leading to the decision to approach the Foundation. 

5. Any other information that would help the EFJ understand the situation and request.
